Sewing Glossary

Walking Foot Machine – It has a feed mechanism consisting of two presser feet working together and so arranged that they press down alternating upon the work, appearing to walk across the surface of the fabric.  This type of feed is also known as alternating presser feet.  Walking foot sewing machines are especially useful in situations where the materials being sewn together are difficult to feed through the sewing mechanism consistently.

WOF – Width Of Fabric – from selvage to selvage
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
